Be it enacted by Parliament in the Forty-ninth Year of the Republic of India as
follows:— .

(1) 1o collect and maintain world literature on pharmaceutical and related
sciences and technology s as (o develop an information centre of its own kind for
other institutions within the country and in the developing world;

(ir) to have a centre 10 experiment and innovate and 1o train teachers and other
workers in the art or science of phanmaceutical teaching;

.(x) 10 develop a world level centre for creation of new knowledge and
transmission of existing information in pharmmaceutical areas, with focus on national,
educaticnal, professional and industnial commiunents;

(x1) 1o develop a multi-disciplinary approach in carrying out research and
training of pharmaccutical manpower so that the larger interests of the profession,
academia and pharmaceutical industry are better served and a pharmaceutical work
culture is evolved which is in tune with the changing world trends and patterns of
pharmaceutical education and research:

(2) The Registrar shall act as the Secretary of the Board. the Senate and soch
commiliees as may be prescribed by the Statutes.

(3) The Registrar shall be responsible to the Director for the proper discharge of his
functions.

() The Registrar shall exercise such other powers and perform such other duties as
may be assigned to him by this Act or the Statutes or the Director.

19. The powers and duties of authonities and officers, other than those hereinbefore
mentioned. shall be determined by the Statutes.

20. For the purpose of enabling the Institute to discharge its functions efficienty
under this Act. the Central Government may, after due appropriauon made by Parliament
by law in this behalf. pay to the Institute in cach financial year such sums of money and in

such manrer as i may think fit.

(b) uansfer moncy from its Fund to endowment fund ar any other fund.

23. {1} The Insutute shall maintain proper accounts and other relevant records and
prepare an annual statement of accounts. including the balance-sheet, in such form as
may be specified. in accordance with such general directions as may be issued by the
Central Government in consultation with the Comptroiler and Auditor-General of India.

(2) The accounts of the Insttute shall be audited by the Comptroller and
Auditor-General of India and any expenditure incurred by him 1n connection with such
audit shail be payable by the Insutute 10 the Comptroller and Auditor-General of India.

(3) The Comptroller ang Auditor-General of India and any person appointed by him
in connection with the audit of the accounts of the Institute shall have the same rights,
priviieges and authority in cornection with such audit as the Comptrolier and Auditor-
General of India has in connection with the audit of the Government accounts, and, in
particuiar, shail have the rignt to demand the production of books, accounts, connected
vouchers and other documents and papers and to inspect the offices of the Institte.

(4) The accounts of the Institute as c2rtified by the Compuoller and Auditor-General
of India or any other person appointed by him in this behalf together with the audit repont
thereon shall be forwarded annuaily to the Central Government and that Government
